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RESET & RECOVERY GRANT FUND 2022-23
Grant Application Form and Guidance

Museum Development East Midlands (MDEM) is offering Reset & Recovery Grants to help museums in the East Midlands re-build their offer to audiences and strengthen organisationally in response to the impact of the Covid-19 crisis.  The deadline for applications is 5pm, Friday 30th September 2022. It will be a competitive process.

Purpose of Grant: To support the on-going recovery and reset from the pandemic for small to medium sized museums particularly where museums are implementing new approaches and ideas to address audience needs and the development of a sustainable offer going forward.  

What the grant can fund: The grants can provide support for organisational resilience, helping museums to:

· engage with and meet the needs and expectations of existing and new audiences;
· develop a sustainable offer for the future; 
· increase digital capabilities; 
· support volunteers including recruitment, training and development; 
· create and adapt programmes and services post-Covid.

Grants can be used towards purchase of equipment and materials; training costs; project development costs (e.g. digital engagement/ new interpretation/ displays/ audience development activity); consultancy; marketing and promotions; development of income generation opportunities etc.

Priority will be given to museums that are addressing long term sustainability of their organisation, e.g. redesigning services to maintain and develop connections with communities, diversifying the volunteer workforce and/or exploring engagement with new audiences.
What the grant cannot fund: 

· Revenue costs such as salaries and general running costs

· Building (capital) work

· NPO museums

Eligibility: Applicants must be an Accredited Museum or with ‘Working Towards Accreditation’ status.  Provisionally accredited museums are eligible to apply. National Portfolio Organisations, nationally funded museums, English Heritage and National Trust properties are ineligible to apply, although they can be part of partnership bids.

All successful applicants must complete the Museum Development annual museum data survey when requested.

Your application will be assessed against the following criteria:

· Project is viable, achievable, and clearly planned

· There is a demonstrable need.

· Urgency of need and availability of other suitable funds

· Outcomes will demonstrate impact of funds. 

· Project demonstrates value for money.

· Application demonstrates 10% match funding towards total project cost 

Match funding: MDEM can fund up to 90% of the total project costs in your answer to Q8 – applicants must demonstrate how they will cover the remaining costs.  A match funding contribution can be in cash and/ or volunteer-time where appropriate (see application form). Staff time is not eligible match funding
How much can you apply for: £1,000 to £5,000 (single site) or up to £7,500 for a multi-site or partnership bid.
· A single Accredited museum or museum working towards Accreditation can apply for up to £5,000
· A partnership of museums or a museum service with multiple Accredited sites can apply for up to £7,500. Where a partnership of museums or a multi-site organisation is applying, the project must involve a minimum of two Accredited sites
